Barnyard Workers

The Barnyard opens at 9:00am every morning and you would be able to leave around 5:00 pm.  Kenneth takes care of the barnyard.  They can give you specific instructions that they might want the students to do.

Any number of students is OK.  As few as 3 or 4 can handle the job but it just gets boring after awhile.  I normally try to take about 15-20 so I can work them in shifts.  That gives them a little break and a chance to look around the fairgrounds.  This works good for them to get community service hours for their record books.

The only main duty is to just be visible for the people to see the blue and gold.  They would answer any questions the visitors may have about the FFA, the farm animals, or the stock show.  There is a PA that just goes to the barnyard that the students can make announcements about the animals, FFA, or the stock show.

We would like for your students to wear what I call semi official dress.  White shirt, tie or scarf, FFA jacket, dark slacks or jeans with dark shoes or boots something comfortable (No heels).  They may be helping with the animals some. Please have them in an FFA jacket.
The Stock Show will be sending you passes to get your students in the Gate. Normally they don’t give you any trouble with the kids in Official Dress. Bus parking always changes so not sure where to park. I used to drop them off at the Gate by the Swine Barn and then go park.
